Poverty has hit hard this

to our mission in need.
Churches encounter
opportunities to minister when
they are willing to be a safety
net or a place of refuge for those in

need. Throughout history we can see how
churches have stepped up to meet the needs of
society. One example of this is the many
hospitals developed by churches in America
when society did not have a way to deal with

all of its sick. This summer, we have dealt with
the problems of cartel violence and the swine flu
scare. These evils caused 15 servant events to
cancel and numerous others to bring smaller
groups than normal. This loss of income,
compounded with the difficulty a reduction of
$8000 from our district support for San Pablo has
been tough to manage. Additionally, the El Paso
County General Assistance program is no longer
leasing one of our buildings, which means
another $8000 reduction in revenue.

Since our beginning we have been a
safety net for the people of the El Paso/Juarez
community, providing basic human care
relief. Although it seems there are never enough
resources, we do not give up. This past year we
have given out 89 pallets of food, 3,856 food
baskets, 1,493 school kits, 1,493 hygiene Kkits,
1,642 toys, and 2,593 Bibles, Good News
magazines and New Testaments.

This mission needs your help in
order to survive. We will continue to trust
in the Lord. Thank you to those who
have helped us during this financial
crisis. We welcome your continued
partnership in all God is doing through
us. Thank you very much, all of
you. Please keep us in your prayers.
May God richly bless you as He has
blessed us!
